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ABSTRACT 
 

A study regarding survey of birds was carried out at Dhauladhar Nature Park, Gopalpur of 

District Kangra . During the present taxonomic and ecological study  89 species of birds belong-

ing to 62 genera, 34 families and 11 orders have been observed.  Out of a total 89 species, 49 

have been placed under Indian Wildlife Protection Act 1972 while rest were found to be least 

concern. Insectivores represents 38 species while 16 species of the birds were omnivores and 14 

species of the birds were found frugivorous and 10 species  belongs to granivores.  
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
